QUESTIONS

1. Is the entire RFP including the application available on the website? Can you download it on to your computer?  Yes, the entire RFP is available on the VAAA website and can be downloaded on to your computer as a word document. The website address is:  www.valleyaaa.org 
2. Is there a current sub-contractor listing available?  Yes, a list of the names of the FY 2009 VAAA subcontractors will be available on the website within a week on the workshop. 

3. Are the Financial and Programmatic audits separate? Yes, there are two separate audits. When at all possible, VAAA will try to conduct the audits at the same time, however, due to scheduling conflicts this may not always be possible. You will be notified in writing at least 2 weeks prior regarding a date for an audit as well as the type of audit to be conducted.
4. If the Working Agreements have no expiration date are they still useable? Instructions regarding what dates are appropriate for the working agreements are including in the RFP
5. Where are the additions for senior centers regarding the evidence based disease program?  There are no additions specific to evidence based disease programs within the standards. However, VAAA requires the senior centers and Adult Day Care facilities partner with the agency in implementing any grant funded programs received through VAAA. This is written in the minimum standards.
6. Are the some variations within the age limit? No, the age requirement for Older Americans Act funded services remains the same. The participants must be 60 years of age or older.

7. Are you required to submit a full packet of attachments with each separate grant? If you do more than one service is there more than one audit? Yes, for each service applied, a provider MUST submit a full packet (including attachments) for EACH service it is applying for. Nutrition Providers can submit one packet for the nutrition service. ALL providers must submit a detailed budget for each service for which application is being made.

8. How long will it be before we know if we have a contract?  All proposed contracts will have to be reviewed and there is no definite timeline, however, notification generally is done by July.  You will be notified in writing.

9. Does VAAA use Vendor View? Not at his time, however VAAA is planning to implement Vendor View by FY 2012.

10. Does a provider need a dedicated fax? Yes, a fax machine is required.

11. Does the provider need an identified contact person? Yes, the RFP requires a breakdown of staff as well as their titles and job descriptions. A contact person is required.

12. When are the applications due?  June 4, 2009 by 3:00pm.
